Beth Wrenn-Estes, Race Director of the Bob Cook Memorial/Mt. Evans HillClimb announced 
today that effective January 1, 2009 management of the HillClimb would pass to Team Evergreen 
Racing, the racing division of the Team Evergreen Bicycle Club. 
  
Wrenn-Estes, the Race Director since 1981, stated “I have been thinking about what is best for 
the race now that I am moving to California.  After a lot of soul searching I have decided that in 
order to maintain the race in the manner that we have for the past decades a new management 
group would need to be found.  I am delighted that Team Evergreen Racing has agreed to 
manage the event and keep the quality that riders have come to expect from it. 
  
Team Evergreen Racing is also committed to keeping Bob Cook’s memory alive, which was one 
of the major concerns with me turning the race over to new management. I think Team Evergreen 
Racing is passionate about keeping Bob’s memory as the primary focus.” 
 
Kevin Skruch, President of Team Evergreen Racing stated “We are very excited about the 
opportunity to promote this landmark Colorado tradition. The Bob Cook Memorial/Mt. Evans 
HillClimb is the most prestigious race in our state and we’re honored to continue its legacy. Team 
Evergreen Racing is a natural fit for the race as many of the agencies involved in the race are 
also involved with the Triple Bypass ride promoted by our parent, Team Evergreen Bike Club” 
 
Skruch continued “We are also pleased to announce that David Newcomer, currently coach of 
Team Evergreen Racing, will become Race Director of the Bob Cook/Memorial Mt. Evans Hill 
Climb.”
